Bi shopds Annual 2 peal
Strong results thus far for Bishop's Annual Appeal

The Bishop's Annual Appeal for the Diocese of Fresno -- at just over
30 percent of its $900,000 target -- is off to a strong start.

"I don't think we have all our parishes engaged in the campaign, but
| would say we're doing pretty well thus far," says Gilbert J. Haro,
director of the diocese's development office, which is coordinating
the diocesan-wide effort. "Our donors are being quite generous,
and I'm encouraged by the early numbers."

The faithful have contributed $308,000 in gifts and pledges, he says.
Of that amount, pledges total $46,000, "the highest we have ever
had," Haro adds. Pledges are paid over time.

Highlights of the cash contributions include one gift of $5,000, one
gift of $4,000, and a few gifts of $3,000, says Haro. The campaign
has also received about 60 gifts in the $1,000 to $5,000 range and
nearly 60 between $500 to $1,000, he says.

Another encouraging development is the donations made by
parishioners using PayPal, which is a safe and secure system that
allows payments to be made through the Internet or via a "smart"
phone. The appeal has received almost 100 gifts, which totaled
$22,000, "by far the best we've ever done," says Haro.

The development office began offering the option of electronic
giving three years ago, and the results thus far for this campaign
"tell us it's catching on," he says. One of the gifts was for $3,500,
and 10 more have been in the range of $500 to $1,000, says Haro.

The Bishop's Annual Appeal launched last October with an
ambitious aim of raising $900,000 among the diocese's 88 parishes -
- or $100,000 more than the previous five Bishop's Annual Appeals.
The increased appeal goal is reflective of Bishop Ochoa's optimism
in these tough times and in his belief that we can become better
stewards of Christ, especially during this “Year of Faith.” Besides a
larger overall goal, another change for the 2012-2013 appeal was
that parishes were not given individual goals.

The 2012-2013 Bishop's Annual Appeal supports four vital areas
that\itqgeh every parish in the diocese: Seminarians/vocations;
catechetics; family life ministry; and youth ministry. It is envisioned
that half of the appeal's goal of $900,000 will be used to create an
Education Formation Endowment that will strengthen the diocese's
efforts in promoting the priesthood.
